And on the preliminary card: Namo Fazil (9-1, 3 submissions, 4 KOs), Jake Babian (6-1, 1 
submission, 4 KOs), Adriano Moraes (21-6, 11 submissions, 4 KOs), Phumi Nkuta (11-0, 2 
submissions, 2 KOs), Jason Jackson (19-6, 4 Submissions, 6 KOs), Jefferson Creighton (12-2-1, 3 
submissions, 2 KOs), David Mgoyan (8-1, 1 submission, 5 KOs), Albert Morales (19-10, 6 
submissions, 9 KOs), Aline Pereira (2-2), Jade Masson-Wong (3-2, 1 KO),  Chris Avila (8-9, 2 
submissions, 5 KOs) and Brandon Jenkins (16-11, 3 submissions, 11 KOs).
